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              BETH TROUTMAN, co-anchor:

              Welcome back to FOX NEWS RISING everyone.  Every fall and

              winter local health departments urge people to get flu

              shots, especially elderly people who are more susceptible

              to getting sick.

              Many studies say the flu shot works when it comes to

              keeping people healthy during the flu season.  But not

              everyone is on board with the flu shot.

              Charlotte doctor Rashid Buttar, at the Center for Advanced

              Medicine and Clinical Research, says that the flu shot is

              dangerous because of metallic toxins.  And he joins us this

              morning to tell you a little bit more about it.

              Welcome to the show, thank you so much for joining us.

              Dr. RASHID BUTTAR (Center for Advanced Medicine and

              Clinical Research):  Thank you, Beth.

              TROUTMAN:  Now, this is interesting because you see all the

              billboards everywhere, you see the commercials for it.  We

              even have a big poster hanging out on our door when you

              walk in our building, "Get your flu shot."

              And you're saying this is not a good idea for people.  And

              what do you mean by metallic toxins?

              Dr. BUTTAR:  Well, they're preservatives that's used within

              vaccines, and the flu shot is one of those vaccines that

              actually has a substance called Thimerasol. Thimerasol is

              ethyl mercury.

              Ethyl mercury is an organic form of mercury.  And according

              to the Environmental Protection Agency, the second most

              toxic substance known to man is inorganic mercury.

              Now, if you add a methyl group or an ethyl group, some type

              to make that inorganic substance organic, it exponentially

              increases the damaging quality of that substance.

              So if you have the second-most toxic substance known to man,

              and then you add an organic compound to it, you make it

              more assumable in the body, it makes it exponentially

              worse.  And now we're injecting that substance into the

              human body.

              And every study ever done shows how toxic mercury is to the

              system.  In fact, mercury is the only substance that has

              been shown, clinically, to cause denudation of the

              neuro-fibrils, meaning a disintegration of the insulation

              sheath of the nerve tissue.

              In fact, the University of Calgary did a beautiful study,

              video documentation, of what mercury will do to brain

              tissue.

              TROUTMAN:  Why in the world, why in the world would medical

              companies, the pharmaceutical companies that are creating

              these vaccines, why would they put this mercury in?

              And these are vaccines that are going into children, infants,

              people without really strong immune systems.  Why is it

              there?  Strictly as a preservative?

              Dr. BUTTAR:  It's there as a preservative.  And I think the

              problem, the reason they're not taking it out now is

              because it's a situation of embarrassment.

              It's a situation that the bodies that are supposed to be

              protecting us have fallen asleep at the wheel.  And now, if

              they were to admit it, it would cause mass chaos.

              The Centers for Disease Control--and I've met with them a

              number of times--their toxicology division clearly states

              that their number one concern is mercury.  Yet it's still

              within the vaccines, and it's within our dental amalgam,

              it's everywhere.

              But mercury--and mercury's just one of the metals.

              Lead--you know, we've had--in fact, your TV station's

              interviewed me a couple times about the lead coming in from

              China in the toys.

              The issue comes down to this fact; it's very simple; metals

              are toxic and when you introduce them into the body, in any

              form, whether it's a vaccine, whether it's, you know,

              inhaled through mercury vapor, lead vapor, which is why

              lead was taken out of gasoline, whether it's in the

              amalgams, no matter how it's introduced into the body it's

              dangerous.

              But it doesn't make any sense to take a child, or take an

              elderly person, who's immune system is already weak, and

              then give them a known immuno-suppresant, which is mercury.

              Mercury is a known immuno-suppressive agent.  So it--you're

              absolutely right, it doesn't make any sense.  In fact, Eli

              Lilly, their own material safety data shows from 1991

              clearly states all the side effects from Thimerasol,

              including suppressing the immune system.

              And, I believe it says something to the effect of “known

              to cause severe neurological impairment, including but not

              limited to mental retardation.”
              TROUTMAN:  Can you ask for Thimerasol-free vaccines and

              know that you're getting them?  How do you know?

              Dr. BUTTAR:  Well, a lot of parents have--especially with

              the autistic population--parents have made the correlation,

              that was after their second or third set of vaccines.

              One of the interesting things is that I had a patient of

              mine that had heard the same story repeated from other

              doctors where the patient will ask their doctor, “I want to

              have mercury-free vaccines.”
              And the patient will say, they insist that they want to

              have this mercury-free vaccine.  And the doctor will say,

              “We don't use mercury in our vaccines.  We don't have

              vaccines with mercury in them.”
              And the parent will be sitting there, and the nurse will

              come in and they'll draw everything up.  And, say,

              Thimerasol, the doctor even doesn't realize that Thimerasol
              is ethyl mercury.

              And so it's one of those things where, almost, ignorance is

              bliss type of thing.  So doctors are--they understand

              enough to, “OK, mercury may be bad so we may not want to

              use it.”
              But even the wording, the terminology that's being used

              they're not familiar with it.  So, yes there are vaccines

              that are free of Thimerasol but they are not commonly used.

              And you really have to make sure that your doctor

              understands one, the implication of using something with

              Thimerasol, and two, that Thimerasol is ethyl mercury.

              TROUTMAN:  Well, you have certainly helped educate the

              population this morning, and they will be better, I guess,

              patients, going in and asking for these things.

              Hopefully we can have you back on the show so you can talk

              about what it is that you do because you're practice is

              pretty amazing as well.
